Our intention is that the consultation period will start on May 15th 2019 and to ask
you to submit your comments no later than July 17th 2019.

We will as Party of origin provide more detailed information in the consultation
letter to you on how the national consultation/information will be organized and
carried out.

For your information:

e  The Espoo consultation for a South-eastern route in the Danish territorial
waters (Base Case route) in Denmark was conducted June — September 2017
and for a North-western route in Denmark was conducted October —
December 2018. The case process of these applications and the EIA is at an
advanced stage.
