The block area
also allows the construction of a weighbridge, fuel distribution point and service station, and

in connection with it the construction of restaurant and shop premises as well as a grocery
store with a maximum shop floor area of 400 m2.

A block area containing industrial buildings where the environment sets special requirements
for the type of functions that can be placed there.

Repair and renovation
works may be carried out in the building regardless of what has been provided about the
total permitted building volume in the plan.

Construction must utilise colours that blend with the environment and high-quality
materials in consideration to the nature of the activities. Constructions placed in coastal
areas must have neutral or dark colours to blend with the forested background. Lighting in
the plant area must be targeted inside the plant area to the extent possible to reduce light
disturbance. Tree stock in and around the factory area must be kept to the extent possible
to create a screen and reduce noise. In particular, the trees near the shore must be
preserved and where necessary, new trees must be planted with consideration to the
diversity of species. Protective trees must be planted in areas where the terrain is to be
modified as early in the project as possible. Any levelling of ground that is required by the
buildings near the shore and the infrastructure of service routes must be carried out with
care. If any fencing is erected, the beauty of the cityscape must be considered particularly
in regard to the shore, arrival area, and water intake point. Work sites and changes to the
terrain around the plant area must be landscaped after the construction works have
ended.
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
